20.11.41.2 SCOPE:  20.11.41 NMAC applies to every person who intends to construct, operate, modify, 9 

relocate or make a technical revision to a source subject to 20.11.41 NMAC, except as otherwise provided. 10 

[20.11.41.2 NMAC - N, X/X/XX] 11 

 A. Applicability:  Every stationary source subject to 20.11.41 NMAC shall obtain an air quality 12 

stationary source permit, permit modification, relocation approval or technical revision approval from the 13 

department as required by 20.11.41 NMAC before commencing construction of a new stationary source or 14 

commencing a modification, relocation, or technical revision if the proposed construction, modification, relocation 15 

or technical revision will emit a regulated air contaminant  that is subject to any of the emission thresholds, source 16 

types, classifications or other requirements of  Subsection A of 20.11.41.2 NMAC, except as otherwise provided in 17 

20.11.41 NMAC. 18 

                    (1)     Emission thresholds that require a stationary source permit for construction or 19 

modification: 20 
                              (a)     If a person proposes to construct a new stationary source that will emit one or more 21 

regulated air contaminants for which a federal, state or board ambient air quality standard exists and if the source 22 

will emit, when calculated at the contaminant’s potential emission rate, 10 pounds per hour or more or 25 tons per 23 

year or more of any single regulated air contaminant, then the person shall apply for a permit as required by 24 

20.11.41 NMAC.  For purposes of Paragraph (1) of Subsection A of 20.11.41.2 NMAC, when rounding, if the 25 

number after the decimal point is less than 5, the whole number remains unchanged.  If the number after the decimal 26 

point is 5 or greater, the whole number shall be rounded up to next whole number. 27 

                              (b)     If a person proposes a modification of a stationary source and the modification will emit 28 

one or more regulated air contaminants for which a federal, state or board ambient air quality standard exists, and if, 29 

as a result of the modification, all activities at the source will emit, when calculated at the contaminant’s potential 30 

emission rate, 10 pounds per hour or more or 25 tons per year or more of a regulated air contaminant, then the 31 

person shall apply for a permit modification as required by 20.11.41 NMAC.   32 

                              (c)     If a person proposes to construct a new stationary source or proposes a modification of a 33 

stationary source, and if the source will emit, when calculated at the contaminant’s potential emission rate, 2 tons 34 

per year or more of a single hazardous air pollutant (HAP) as defined by Section 112(b) of the federal Clean Air 35 

Act, or 5 tons or more per year of any combination of HAP, then the proposed or existing source shall apply for a 36 

permit or permit modification as required by 20.11.41 NMAC. 37 

                              (d)     If a stationary source was not required to obtain a permit pursuant to 20.11.41 NMAC 38 

because the source was operating before August 31, 1972, and if operations of the source have ceased for five or 39 

more consecutive years, and if a contaminant emitted by the source has a potential emission rate of 10 pounds per 40 

hour or more or 25 tons per year or more of any regulated air contaminant, then the owner or operator of the source 41 

shall apply for and obtain a permit as required by 20.11.41 NMAC before the source begins operation.   42 

                              (e)    If a major stationary source or major modification as defined in 20.11.60 NMAC, Permitting 43 

in Nonattainment Areas, also meets the applicability requirements of 20.11.41 NMAC, then the major stationary 44 

source or modification shall apply for a permit pursuant to both 20.11.41 NMAC and 20.11.60 NMAC if either of 45 

the following conditions applies: 46 

                                        (i)     the source is or will be located within a nonattainment area for any NAAQS and will 47 

emit the air contaminant or contaminants for which the area is in nonattainment, or will emit hydrocarbons in the 48 

case of ozone nonattainment; or 49 

                                        (ii)     the source is or will be located in an area that is in attainment of the NAAQS for the 50 

air contaminant or air contaminants that the source will emit, but, before emissions offsets or trades are considered, 51 

the ambient impact of the emissions from the source will exceed the significance levels in the table incorporated in 52 

20.11.60.22 NMAC at any location within the impacted areas that is in nonattainment for the air contaminant or air 53 

contaminants emitted by the source. 54 

                               (f)    If a person proposes to construct a new stationary source or proposes a modification of a 55 

stationary source, and if the source will emit, when calculated at the contaminant’s potential emission rate, 5 tons 56 
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per year or more of lead (Pb) or any combination of lead and its compounds per year when measured by a reference 1 

method based on 40 CFR 50, Appendix G, then the person shall apply for a permit or permit modification as 2 

required by 20.11.41 NMAC. 3 

   (g)     If a stationary source began construction after August 31, 1972 and the source is subject to 4 

a board regulation that includes an equipment emission limitation, the source shall apply for a permit or permit 5 

modification as required by 20.11.41 NMAC. 6 

                    (2)     Source classifications; source types:   If a person proposes to construct a new stationary source, 7 

or modify an existing stationary source, construct a portable or temporary stationary source, propose a portable 8 

stationary source relocation, or proposes a technical revision and any of the following conditions apply, the person 9 

shall apply for and obtain a permit or a permit modification pursuant to 20.11.41 NMAC before commencing 10 

construction or modification:  11 

                              (a)     if a person proposes to install any equipment or process that is subject to 20.11.63 NMAC, 12 

New Source Performance Standards for Stationary Sources, or 20.11.64 NMAC, Emission Standards for Hazardous 13 

Air Pollutants for Stationary Sources;  14 

                              (b)     if a source meets the applicability requirements of 20.11.41 NMAC but also is a major 15 

stationary source or a major modification as defined in 20.11.61 NMAC, Prevention of Significant Deterioration,  in 16 

which case the owner or operator shall apply for a permit pursuant to both 20.11.41 NMAC and 20.11.61 NMAC. 17 

                              (c)    if a source is a major source of HAP as defined in 40 CFR 63; 18 

                              (d)    if the source is a portable or temporary stationary source; 19 

                              (e)    if a source relocation is proposed; or 20 

                              (f)    if a technical revision to a permit is proposed. 21 

       (3) Sources that become subject to new NSPS or NESHAP.  If a person is operating a source that 22 

becomes subject to a new NSPS or NESHAP, the person shall apply for a permit as required by 20.11.41 NMAC. 23 

                    (4)     Additional Permit Requirements: 24 
                              (a)     If a source includes more than one unit, the department may require a separate permit or 25 

permit conditions for each unit that is not substantially interrelated with another unit.  A common connection leading 26 

to ductwork, pollution control equipment or a single stack, shall not, by itself, constitute a substantial 27 

interrelationship. 28 

                              (b)     Although more than one air quality permitting regulation adopted by the board may apply 29 

to a stationary source, including 20.11.40, 60, 61, 63, and 64 NMAC, nothing in 20.11.41 NMAC shall be construed 30 

to require more than one permit application for each unit proposed for construction or modification.  Definitions and 31 

provisions included in specific federal program regulations shall apply to permit review of any regulated air 32 

contaminant and source regulated by the federal NSPS, NESHAP, prevention of significant deterioration, visibility 33 

or nonattainment requirements. 34 

                              (c)     For all sources subject to 20.11.41 NMAC, applications for permits shall be filed before 35 

commencement of construction, modification, relocation or technical revision.  Regardless of the anticipated 36 

commencement date, no construction, modification, relocation or revision shall begin before the owner or operator 37 

has received a permit or written approval from the department. 38 

 B. Exemptions: 39 
                    (1)     20.11.41 NMAC does not apply to sources within Bernalillo county that are located on Indian 40 

lands over which the Albuquerque-Bernalillo county air quality control board lacks jurisdiction. 41 

      (2) The following sources and activities shall not be reported in the permit application.  Emissions 42 

from such activities shall not be included in the calculation of the facility-wide potential emission rate under 43 

Subparagraphs (a), (b), or (c) of Paragraph (1) of Subsection A of 20.11.41.2 NMAC.  Such activities may be 44 

commenced or changed without a permit or permit modification under 20.11.41 NMAC: 45 

    (a)     Activities which occur strictly for maintenance of grounds or buildings, including:  lawn 46 

care, pest control, grinding, cutting, welding, painting, woodworking, sweeping general repairs, janitorial activities, 47 

and building roofing operations; 48 

    (b)     Activities for maintenance of equipment or pollution control equipment, either inside or 49 

outside of a building, including cutting, welding, and grinding, but excluding painting;  50 

    (c)     Exhaust emissions from forklifts, courier vehicles, front end loaders, graders, carts, 51 

maintenance trucks, and fugitive emissions from fleet vehicle refueling operations, provided such emissions are not 52 

subject to any requirements under the New Mexico Air Quality Control Act, NMSA 1978, NSPS, or NESHAP; 53 

                               (d)     Use of fire fighting equipment and fire fighting training provided such emissions are not 54 

subject to any requirements under NSPS or NESHAP; 55 
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                                (e)     Government military activities such as field exercise, explosions, weapons testing and 1 

demolition to the extent that such activities: 2 

               (i)     do not result in visible emissions entering publicly accessible areas; and  3 

                                          (ii)    are not subject to a NSPS or NESHAP; 4 

     (f)     Use of portable aerospace ground equipment (such as power generators, compressors, 5 

heaters, air conditions, lighting units) in direct support of aircraft operations and on or the immediate vicinity of an 6 

airfield provided such emissions are not subject to any requirements under NSPS or NESHAP. 7 

                    (2)(3)          An applicant for a permit is not required to obtain a permit for the following new or 8 

modified sources and activities at a facility, but is required to report the following on the permit application forms 9 

supplied by the department: 10 

                              (a)     fuel burning equipment that is used solely for heating buildings for personal comfort or for 11 

producing hot water for personal use and that: 12 

                                        (i)     uses gaseous fuel and has a total design rate for all units of five million BTU per hour 13 

or less; or 14 

                                        (ii)     uses distillate oil, but not including waste oil, and has a total design rate for all units 15 

of one million BTU per hour or less; 16 

                              (b)   After a permit has been issued, construction of the sources or commencement of the sources 17 

and activities described in Paragraph (2) (3) of Subsection B of 20.11.41.2 NMAC shall comply with the 18 

administrative permit revision procedures in Subsection A of 20.11.41.28 NMAC.  Emissions from the sources and 19 

activities described in Paragraph (2) (3) of Subsection B of 20.11.41.2 NMAC shall not be included in the facility-20 

wide potential emission rate calculation that is described in Subparagraphs (a) and (b) of Paragraph (1) of 21 

Subsection A of 20.11.41.2 NMAC, unless the sources or emissions are subject to any NSPS or NESHAP 22 

requirement of 20.11.41 NMAC. 23

20.11.41.6 OBJECTIVE:  To establish the requirements for obtaining a stationary source permit, permit 37 

modification, relocation and administrative and technical permit revisions.   38 

[20.11.41.6 NMAC - N, X/X/XX] 39

20.11.41.7 DEFINITIONS:  In addition to the definitions in 20.11.41 NMAC, the definitions in 20.11.1 41 

NMAC apply unless there is a conflict between definitions, in which case the definition in 20.11.41 NMAC shall 42 

govern. 43 

 A. “Act” or “state act” means the New Mexico Air Quality Control Act, Chapter 74, Article 2 44 

NMSA 1978. 45 

 B.  “Administrative permit revision” or “administrative revision” means a revision to a stationary 46 

source permit for a source that is requested and approved pursuant to Subsection A of 20.11.41.28 NMAC. 47 

 C. “Air contaminant” or “contaminant” means a substance, including particulate matter, fly ash, 48 

dust, fumes, gas, mist, smoke, vapor, micro-organisms, radioactive material, any combination thereof or any decay 49 

or reaction product thereof. 50 

 D.  “Air pollutant” or “pollutant” means the emission, except emission that occurs in nature, into 51 

the outdoor atmosphere of one or more air contaminants in quantities and of a duration that may with reasonable 52 

probability injure human health or animal or plant life or as may unreasonably interfere with the public welfare, 53 

visibility or the reasonable use of property. 54 
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 E. “Air pollution control equipment” means any device, equipment, process or combination 1 

thereof the operation of which would limit, capture, reduce, confine, or otherwise control air contaminants or 2 

convert for the purposes of control any air contaminant to another form, another chemical or another physical state. 3 

 F. “Ambient air” means the outdoor atmosphere, but does not include the area entirely within the 4 

geographical boundaries of the source from which the air contaminants are, or may be, emitted and where public 5 

access is restricted within the boundaries. 6 

 G. “Applicable requirement” means any of the following, and includes requirements that have been 7 

promulgated or approved by the board or EPA through rulemaking: 8 

                    (1)     any standard or other requirement provided in the New Mexico state implementation plan 9 

approved by EPA, or promulgated by EPA through rulemaking, under Title I of the federal act, including Parts C or 10 

D; 11 

                    (2)     any term or condition of a stationary source permit issued pursuant to regulations approved or 12 

promulgated through rulemaking under Title I of the federal act, including Parts C or D; 13 

                    (3)     any standard or other requirement: 14 

                              (a)     under Section 111 or 112 of the federal act; 15 

                              (b)     of the acid rain program under Title IV of the federal act or the regulations promulgated 16 

there under; 17 

                              (c)     governing solid waste incineration under Section 129 of the federal act; 18 

                              (d)     for consumer and commercial products under Section 183(e) of the federal act; or 19 

                              (e)     of the regulations promulgated to protect stratospheric ozone under Title VI of the federal 20 

act, unless the EPA administrator has determined that the requirements need not be contained in a Title V permit; 21 

                    (4)     any requirements established pursuant to Section 504(b) or Section 114(a)(3) of the federal act; 22 

                    (5)     any national or state ambient air quality standard; 23 

                    (6)     any increment or visibility requirement under Part C of Title I of the federal act applicable to 24 

temporary sources permitted pursuant to Section 504(e) of the federal act; and 25 

                    (7)     any regulation adopted by the board in accordance with the Joint Air Quality Control Board 26 

Ordinances pursuant to the Air Quality Control Act, and the laws and regulations in effect pursuant to the Air 27 

Quality Control Act. 28 

 H. “Board” means the Albuquerque-Bernalillo county air quality control board or its successor board 29 

pursuant to the act. 30 

 I. “Commence”, “commencement” or “commencing” means an owner or operator has undertaken 31 

a continuous program of construction or modification or that an owner or operator has entered into a binding 32 

contractual obligation to undertake and complete a continuous program of construction within a reasonable time. 33 

 J. “Construction” means fabrication, erection, installation or relocation of a stationary source, 34 

including but not limited to temporary installations and portable stationary sources. 35 

 K.  “Days” means consecutive days except as otherwise specifically provided.  36 

 L. “Department” means the Albuquerque environmental health department, which is the 37 

administrative agency of the Albuquerque-Bernalillo county air quality control board.  38 

 M. "Emergency" means unforeseen circumstances resulting in an imminent and substantial 39 

endangerment to health, safety, or welfare and that require immediate action. 40 

 N. “Emission limitation” means a requirement established by EPA, the state implementation plan 41 

(SIP), the Air Quality Control Act, local ordinance, permit, or board part or regulation, that limits the quantity, rate 42 

or concentration, or combination thereof, of emissions of regulated air pollutants on a continuous basis, including 43 

any requirements relating to the operation or maintenance of a source to assure continuous reduction. 44 

 O.  “Emission unit” or “unit” means any article, machine, equipment, contrivance, process, or 45 

process line which emits or reduces, or may emit or reduce, the emissions of any air contaminant, except from motor 46 

vehicles. 47 

 P. “EPA” means the United States environmental protection agency. 48 

 Q. “Federal clean air act”, “CAA” or “federal act” means the federal Clean Air Act, 42 U.S.C. 49 

Section 7401 through 7671 et seq., as amended 50 

 R. "Federally enforceable" means all limitations and conditions that are enforceable by the 51 

administrator of the EPA, including all requirements developed pursuant to 40 CFR Parts 60 and 61, requirements 52 

included in any applicable state implementation plan, and any permit requirements established pursuant to 40 CFR 53 

52.21 or under regulations approved pursuant to 40 CFR Part 51, Subpart I including 40 CFR 51.165 and 40 CFR 54 

51.166Q.   55 
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 S. "Malfunction" means any sudden, infrequent, and not reasonably preventable failure of air 1 

pollution control equipment, process equipment, or the failure of a process to operate in a normal or expected 2 

manner.  Failures that are caused in part by poor maintenance or careless operation are not malfunctions. 3 

 T. “Modification” or “to modify” means a physical change in, or change in the method of operation 4 

of a source that results in an increase in the potential emission rate of any regulated air contaminant emitted by the 5 

source or that results in the emission of any regulated air contaminant not previously emitted; a relocation of a 6 

stationary source, unless previously established as a portable stationary source subject to specific permit conditions; 7 

or a revision that involves substantive changes that exceed the scope of a revision as defined by 20.11.41.28 NMAC, 8 

but does not include: 9 

                    (1)     a change in ownership of the source; 10 

                    (2)     routine maintenance, repair or replacement; 11 

                    (3)     installation of air pollution control equipment, and all related process equipment and materials 12 

necessary for its operation, undertaken for the purpose of complying with regulations adopted by the state or local 13 

board or pursuant to the CAA; or 14 

                    (4)     unless previously limited by enforceable permit conditions: 15 

                              (a)     an increase in the production rate, if the increase does not exceed the operating design 16 

capacity of the source; 17 

                              (b)     an increase in the hours of operation; or 18 

                              (c)     use of an alternative fuel or raw material if, prior to January 6, 1975, the source was capable 19 

of accommodating the fuel or raw material or if use of an alternate fuel or raw material is caused by any natural gas 20 

curtailment or emergency allocation or any other lack of supply of natural gas. 21 

 U. “National ambient air quality standards” or “NAAQS” means the primary (health based) and 22 

secondary (welfare-related) federal ambient air quality standards promulgated by the EPA pursuant to Section 109 23 

of the CAA. 24 

 V. “National emission standards for hazardous air pollutants” or “NESHAP” means the 25 

regulatory requirements, guidelines and emission limitations promulgated by the EPA pursuant to Section 112 of the 26 

CAA. 27 

 W. “New Mexico ambient air quality standards” or NMAAQS” means the ambient air quality 28 

standards promulgated by the New Mexico environmental improvement board. 29 

 X. “New source performance standard” or “NSPS” means the regulatory requirements, guidelines 30 

and emission limitations promulgated by the EPA pursuant to Section 111 of the CAA. 31 

 Y. “Nonattainment area” means for any air contaminant an area that is shown by monitoring data or 32 

that is calculated by air quality modeling, or by other methods determined by the director of the department or the 33 

administrator of the EPA to be reliable to exceed either a state NMAAQS or NAAQS for the contaminant, including 34 

but not limited to areas identified under Section 107 (d) (1) (A) through (C) of the CAA. 35 

Z. “North American industry classification system” or “NAICS” means the industry classification 36 

system used by the statistical agencies of the Unites States issued by the federal office of management and budget 37 

and replaces the standard industrial classification (SIC) system. 38 

 AA. “Operator” means the specific local organization or subdivision of the firm or person, whether 39 

private, corporate, or public, that manages, on location, the operations of the stationary source. 40 

 BB. "Owner" means the person or persons who own a facility or part of a facility. 41 

 CC. "Part" means an air quality control regulation organized under Title 20, Chapter 11 of the New 42 

Mexico Administrative Code that has been adopted or amended by the board, unless otherwise noted. 43 

 DD. “Permit” means a stationary source permit for source construction, a permit modification, 44 

relocation, or administrative or technical permit revision that has been issued or approved by the department 45 

pursuant to 20.1.41 NMAC.  A permit includes constraints, emissions limitations and other conditions and 46 

authorizes a person to commence construction, or to modify, relocate or make a technical revision to the permitted 47 

source, facility or operation.  48 

 EE. “Permittee” means the person who has applied for and has obtained a stationary source permit for 49 

a source that has been issued pursuant to 20.11.41 NMAC. 50 

 FF. “Portable stationary source” means a source that can be relocated to another operating site with 51 

limited dismantling and reassembly, including, as an example, movable sand and gravel processing operations, 52 

concrete and asphalt plants. 53 

 GG. "Potential emission rate" means the emission rate of a source at its maximum capacity to emit a 54 

regulated air contaminant under its physical and operational design, provided any physical or operational limitation 55 

on the capacity of the source to emit a regulated air contaminant, including air pollution control equipment and 56 
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restrictions on hours of operation or on the type or amount of material combusted, stored or processed, shall be 1 

treated as part of its physical and operational design only if the limitation or the effect it would have on emissions is 2 

enforceable by the department or the board pursuant to the Air Quality Control Act or the federal Act.  3 

HH. “Process equipment” or “process equipment unit” means any equipment, apparatus, or device 4 

embracing chemical, industrial, or manufacturing facilities such as ovens, mixing kettles, heating and reheating 5 

furnaces, kilns, stills, dryers, roasters, and equipment used in connection therewith, and all other methods or forms 6 

of manufacturing or processing that may emit any air contaminant.  7 

II.  “Public information hearing” or “PIH” means the hearing provided by the permit applicant 8 

pursuant to 20.11.41.15 NMAC. 9 

 JJ. "Regulated air contaminant" means any air contaminant, the emission or ambient concentration 10 

of which is regulated pursuant to the New Mexico air quality control act or the federal act 11 

 KK. “Relocation” means to physically move a portable stationary source. 12 

 LL. “Shutdown” means the cessation of operation of a stationary source, which involves deactivating 13 

the air pollution controls and not activating the source to perform the purpose for which it was intended.  Brief 14 

interruptions of operation that are normal for the type of source that operates in cyclic rather than near-steady-state 15 

mode are not considered a shutdown source for the purpose of  20.11.41 NMAC. 16 

 MM. “Significantly impact” means to pollute to an extent that ambient contaminant concentrations, 17 

including background, exceed any of the significance levels listed in Table 1 of 20.11.41.33 NMAC, as indicated by 18 

modeling techniques authorized by the department. 19 

 NN. "Standard industrial classification" or "SIC" means the code from the system used to classify 20 

all industries in the United States economy which was administered by the federal statistical policy division of the 21 

office of management and budget and in 1997 was replaced by the North American industry classification system 22 

(NAICS).   23 

 OO. “Startup” means to put a stationary source that has been constructed or modified as authorized by 24 

a permit pursuant to 20.11.41 NMAC into operation complete with operable air pollution controls, so the process 25 

equipment or the process performs for the purpose intended.  The operation may be cyclic in response to on-off 26 

controls. Repetition of cycles is not startup for purposes of 20.11.41 NMAC. 27 

 PP. "Stationary source" or "source" means any building, structure, equipment, facility, or 28 

installation which is either permanent or temporary, excluding a private residence, that emits or may emit any 29 

regulated air contaminant or any pollutant listed under Section 112(b) of the federal act, the Air Quality Control Act, 30 

or the laws and regulations in effect pursuant to the act.  Several buildings, structures, facilities, or installations, or 31 

any combinations will be treated as a single stationary source if they belong to the same industrial grouping, are 32 

located on one or more contiguous or adjacent properties, and are under the control of the same person, or persons, 33 

or are under common control.  Pollutant-emitting activities shall be treated as the same industrial grouping if they 34 

have the same first two digits of an applicable North American industry classification system (NAICS) code.   35 

 QQ. “Technical permit revision” or “technical revision” means a revision to a stationary source 36 

permit pursuant to Subsection B of 20.11.41.28 NMAC. 37 

[20.11.41.7 NMAC - N, X/X/XX] 38

 G.  the emission data that was submitted by the applicant as part of the application is not acceptable to the 32

I.  the issuance of a permit, permit modification or technical revision will not be consistent with achieving 36

source permits, each covering numerous similar sources.  Sources permitted as a general stationary source permit 10 

shall be generally homogeneous in terms of operations, processes and emissions, subject to the same or substantially 11 

similar requirements, and not subject to case-by-case standards or requirements. 12 

                    (2)     Each general stationary source permit shall: 13 

                              (a)     Describe which sources may qualify to apply for a general stationary source permit; 14 

                              (b)     Specify the contents of a complete application for a general stationary source permit.  The 15 

department may, in the general stationary source permit, provide for applications which deviate from the 16 

requirements under 20.11.41.13 NMAC, provided that such applications include: 17 

                                        i.     All information necessary to determine qualification for, and to assure compliance 18 

with, the general stationary source permit; and 19 

                                        ii.     Applicant’s public notice requirements including, at a minimum, a notice:  a) 20 

published once in the legal notices section of a newspaper in general circulation in the county or counties in which 21 

the property on which the facility is proposed to be constructed or operated is located; and b) posted at the proposed 22 

or existing facility entrance in a publicly accessible and conspicuous place on the property on which the facility is, 23 

or is proposed to be, located, until the general stationary source permit is granted or denied; 24 

                              (c)     Contain permit terms and conditions which apply to all sources permitted as a general 25 

stationary source permit, and which include: 26 

                                        i.     Sufficient terms and conditions to assure that all sources permitted and operating in 27 

accordance with the general stationary source permit will meet all applicable requirements under the federal Act, the 28 

New Mexico Air Quality Control Act, 74 NMSA 1978, including 20.11.61 NMAC, Prevention of Significant 29 

Deterioration, 20.11.63 NMAC, New Source Performance Standards, 20.11.64 NMAC, Emission Standards for 30 

Hazardous Air Pollutants, and 20.11,60 NMAC, Permiting in Nonattainment Areas and will not cause or contribute 31 

to air contaminant levels in excess of any National or New Mexico Ambient Air Quality Standard; and 32 

                                        ii.     Monitoring, record keeping and reporting requirements appropriate to the source and 33 

sufficient to ensure compliance with the general stationary source permit.  At a minimum, the general stationary 34 

source permit shall specify where the records shall be maintained, how long the records shall be retained and that all 35 

records or reports shall be made available upon request by the department; and 36 

                                        iii.     As appropriate, terms and conditions to address and report emissions occurring 37 

during upsets, startups and maintenance;  38 

                              (d)     Specify that any document, including any application form, report, compliance certification 39 

and supporting data, submitted pursuant to 20.11.41.31 NMAC shall contain a certification that meets the 40 

requirements of Paragraph 11 of Subsection C of 20.11.41.13 NMAC. 41 

 B. Revisions to a General Stationary Source Permit: 42 
                    (1)     The department may, after notice under Subsections A-C of 20.11.41.14 NMAC and a public 43 

hearing with opportunity for public participation under 20.11.41.15 NMAC, revise a general stationary source 44 

permit.  Notice of the proposed revision shall also be sent to the owner or operator of all sources possessing a 45 

general stationary source permit. 46 

                    (2)     Revision to a general stationary source permit shall include a reasonable transition schedule for 47 

existing sources possessing a general stationary source permit to comply with the revision.  The department shall 48 

revise the general permit terms and conditions only to the extent necessary to ensure that the requirements of Sub-49 

paragraph (c) of Paragraph 2 of Subsection A of 20.11.41.31 NMAC are met. 50 

 C. Application under a General Stationary Source Permit: 51 
                    (1)     The owner or operator of a source required to obtain a permit pursuant to 20.11.41 NMAC and 52 

which qualifies to apply for a general stationary source permit shall either: 53 

                              (a)     Apply to the department to obtain the general stationary source permit; or 54 

                              (b)     Apply for a stationary source permit under 20.11.41.2 NMAC. 55 
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                    (2)     Within thirty (30) days of receiving an application for a general stationary source permit, the 1 

department shall review the application for completeness and shall grant or deny the application.  The department 2 

shall not grant the general stationary source permit until at least fifteen (15) days after the date the applicant’s public 3 

notice was initiated.  The department shall notify the applicant of its determination by certified mail.  The 4 

department shall attach the general stationary source permit to a copy of the approved application. 5 

                    (3)     The department shall grant a general stationary source permit to a source only if: 6 

                              (a)     The application is complete and meets the requirements of  20.11.41.31 NMAC; and 7 

                              (b)     The source meets the terms and conditions of the general stationary source permit. 8 

                    (4)     The department may grant or deny the application for a general stationary source permit without 9 

repeating the public notice and participation procedures required under 20.11.41.14 NMAC and 20.11.41.15 10 

NMAC. 11 

                    (5)     Administrative review under Sections 74-2-7.H through L NMSA 1978 shall be available for a 12 

determination made by the department of whether or not a source qualifies to apply for a general stationary source 13 

permit.  However, administrative review of an application for coverage under a general stationary source permit 14 

shall not extend to administrative review of the general stationary source permit itself.  Administrative review of the 15 

general stationary source permit shall be available under Sections 74-2-7.H through L NMSA 1978 only upon 16 

issuance or revision of the general stationary source permit as a permitting action. 17 

                    (6)     Sources shall be subject to enforcement action for construction without a general stationary 18 

source permit if: 19 

                              (a)     Construction of a source is commenced prior to the receipt of the department’s written 20 

approval of  a general stationary source permit; or 21 

                              (b)     It is determined after construction commences that a source does not qualify for coverage 22 

under the general stationary source permit. 23 

                    (7)     A general stationary source permit may be suspended or revoked, consistent with the provisions 24 

of 20.11.41.20 NMAC.  The owner or operator shall notify the department of the actual startup of a source and any 25 

ownership and operator changes, consistent with the provisions of  20.11.41.21 NMAC. 26 

 D. Modifications to a General Stationary Source Permit:  Each general stationary source permit 27 

shall provide that, prior to modification of a source which is permitted as a general stationary source permit, the 28 

owner or operator shall: 29 

                    (1)     For those modifications for which the facility will continue to meet the conditions of the general 30 

stationary source permit after the modification, notify the department in writing of such modification; and 31 

                    (2)     For those modifications for which the source will not continue to meet the conditions of the 32 

general stationary source permit after such modification, obtain a stationary source permit from the department 33 

under 20.11.41 NMAC prior to the modification. 34

20.11.41.3132 ACCELERATED REVIEW: 37 

 A. Qualified outside contractors: 38 
                    (1)     The department shall request proposals from persons interested in providing assistance as a 39 

qualified outside contractor in the accelerated review of permit applications under 20.11.41 NMAC. 40 

                    (2)     The department shall evaluate the proposals submitted by the interested persons. To be eligible to 41 

contract with the department as a qualified outside contractor, a person must be: 42 

                              (a)     legally qualified to contract with the department; and 43 

                              (b)     qualified to assist the department in review of permit applications, as determined by the 44 

department in the department's sole discretion. 45 

                    (3)     Persons who are selected as qualified outside contractors shall be under contract with the 46 

department to provide accelerated review of permit applications pursuant to 20.11.41.32 NMAC. 47 

 B. Requests for accelerated review: 48 
                    (1)     At the sole discretion of the applicant, an applicant for a permit pursuant to 20.11.41.32 NMAC 49 

may request accelerated permit review of the application by a qualified outside contractor.  Applications for 50 

accelerated review shall be preceded by a pre-application meeting between the applicant and the department.  51 

Requests for accelerated review shall not be granted unless there is at least one qualified outside contractor under 52 

contract with the department pursuant to Paragraph (3) of Subsection A of 20.11.41.32 NMAC. If there are no 53 

persons under contract to provide accelerated review, the department shall review the application in accordance with 54 

20.11.41.16 NMAC. 55 

                    (2)     A request for accelerated permit review shall be submitted with the permit application and a 56 
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corporate check or money order for the amount of the accelerated review filing fee as specified in 20.11.2 NMAC.  1 

The department shall notify the applicant of the names and addresses of the qualified outside contractors.  The 2 

applicant shall deliver a copy of the application, by mail or hand delivery, to each qualified outside contractor 3 

identified by the department, unless the applicant is aware of a conflict of interest.  4 

                    (3)     Participation in the accelerated permit review process shall not relieve the applicant of any 5 

responsibilities imposed by a board regulation. 6 

                    (4)     Applicants who have chosen accelerated review pursuant to 20.11.41.32 NMAC shall pay the 7 

accelerated review fee required by 20.11.2 NMAC in addition to all other applicable fees imposed by 20.11.2 8 

NMAC. 9 

                    (5)     Qualified outside contractors under contract that are interested in performing accelerated review 10 

of a specific application shall submit to the department: 11 

                              (a)     a statement of interest; 12 

                              (b)     a statement of qualifications for the specific application;  13 

                              (c)     an estimate of the cost and schedule for the review; and  14 

                              (d)     a notarized affidavit attesting that no conflict of interest exists on the specific permit 15 

application. 16 

                    (6)     In the department's sole discretion, the department shall review the submittals and determine 17 

which persons qualify to review a specific application. 18 

             (7)     If no qualified outside person submits the four items required by Paragraph (5) of Subsection B of 19 

20.11.41.32 NMAC, the department shall impose the accelerated review filing fee and the permit application review 20 

fee required by 20.11.2 NMAC and review the application without the assistance of a qualified outside contractor 21 

and in accordance with 20.11.41.16 NMAC.    22 

                    (8)     Before the department determines whether an application for accelerated review is 23 

administratively complete, the department shall provide the applicant with a written bid summary of the qualified 24 

outside contractor submittals that show the costs of the accelerated review and the anticipated schedule for 25 

reviewing the application, drafting the permit and issuing the permit.  The department shall determine whether an 26 

application for accelerated review is administratively complete. 27 

                    (9)     Applicant’s responsibilities for response to bid summary. 28 

                              (a)    Within five working days after the applicant receives the department’s bid summary, the 29 

applicant shall either:   30 

  (i) submit to the department a written recommendation to accept one of the accelerated 31 

review bids, or a prioritized list of more than one of the accelerated review bids, including a brief justification for 32 

the recommendation with a corporate check or money order payable to the department for the amount specified in 33 

the bid summary and a notarized affidavit attesting that no conflict of interest exists regarding the applicant’s 34 

recommended selections; or  35 

  (ii) submit to the department a written withdrawal of the request for accelerated review. 36 

                              (b)     The department shall deem the applicant’s request for accelerated review withdrawn if the 37 

applicant fails to submit a written recommendation or written withdrawal within five working days after the 38 

applicant has received the department’s bid summary unless the applicant has submitted a written request for an 39 

extension and the department has granted an extension in writing. 40 

                    (10)     Department’s selection of qualified outside contractor. 41 

                              (a)     If the request for accelerated review is withdrawn, the department shall retain the 42 

accelerated review filing fee required by 20.11.2 NMAC and shall review the application without the assistance of a 43 

qualified outside contractor and pursuant to 20.11.41.16 NMAC. 44 

                              (b)     If the applicant recommends a qualified submittal, the department shall determine whether 45 

to accept the recommended submittal. If the department accepts the recommended submittal, the department shall 46 

instruct the qualified outside contractor to begin review of the application.  If the department rejects the 47 

recommended submittal, the department shall inform the applicant and allow the applicant to recommend an 48 

alternate submittal pursuant to Paragraph (9) of Subsection B of 20.11.41.32 NMAC or, if there are no other 49 

qualified submittals, the department shall retain the accelerated review filing fee required by 20.11.2 NMAC and 50 

review the application without the assistance of a qualified outside contractor pursuant to 20.11.41.16 NMAC. 51 

 C. Disclosure of conflict of interest during accelerated review: 52 
                    (1)     The applicant and the qualified outside contractor have a continuing obligation to investigate 53 

potential conflicts of interest and to immediately disclose any conflict of interest to the department in writing.  If a 54 

conflict of interest is not disclosed as required by Subparagraph (d) of Paragraph (5) of Subsection B of 20.11.41.32 55 

NMAC and is later disclosed or discovered, the department may: 56 
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                              (a)     deny the application pursuant to 20.11.41.17 NMAC; 1 

                              (b)     terminate accelerated review and review the application pursuant to 20.11.41.16 NMAC; or 2 

                              (c)     allow accelerated review to continue after elimination of the conflict. 3 

                    (2)     In choosing among the options provided by Subparagraphs (a)-(c) of Paragraph (1) of Subsection 4 

C of 20.11.41.32 NMAC, the department shall consider whether the conflict of interest was disclosed or discovered, 5 

the timing of the disclosure or discovery, the applicant’s diligence in investigating potential conflicts of interest, any 6 

indication of intentional or willful failure to disclose, the significance of the conflict of interest, and the applicant’s 7 

ability to eliminate the conflict of interest in a timely manner. 8 

 D. Issuance of a permit after accelerated review: 9 
                    (1)     Upon completion of the review, the qualified outside contractor shall provide the department with 10 

a draft permit and all documentation pertaining to the permit application, including all communications, notes and 11 

drafts.  At any time during the review, the qualified outside contractor shall provide the department with all 12 

documentation pertaining to a specific application requested by the department in writing.  The documentation shall 13 

be subject to the Inspection of Public Records Act, Chapter 14, Article 2 NMSA 1978, and the confidential 14 

information section of the Air Quality Control Act, 74-2-11 NMSA 1978. 15 

                    (2)     The department shall review the analysis prepared by the qualified outside contractor and shall 16 

grant, grant subject to conditions or deny the requested permit pursuant to 20.11.41.17 NMAC.  The department 17 

retains final authority to accept or reject the qualified outside contractor’s analysis regarding the permit application. 18 

                    (3)     The department shall not issue the permit until the applicant has paid both the accelerated review 19 

processing fee and the permit review fee required by 20.11.2 NMAC. 20
