
Program Strategy:PREVENT NEIGHBORHOOD DETERIORATION

The purpose is to promote the neighborhood improvement, including the construction of new housing and the rehabilitation of 
existing housing within the developed areas of Albuquerque, as a means to revitalize older communities and reduce 
development pressures on the periphery by providing low interest loans and grants to homeowners and landlords to repair and 
rehabilitate existing housing; incentives for the development of new housing, commercial activities, and public facilities in 
established urban neighborhoods, particularly lower-income neighborhoods, that encourages revitalization; assistance in the 
rehabilitation and reuse of existing structures to facilitate the redevelopment of older areas of the City; and by promoting public 
facility improvements, streetscape beautification, and other neighborhood improvements.
