Notice is hereby given that, pursuant to the order of the Supreme Court of the State of New Mexico, the City of Albuquerque will hold a Special Municipal Election concurrent with the General Election to be held on November 6, 2012 by placing the following proposition on the ballot for voters registered within the City of Albuquerque and any duly registered non-resident municipal voters as follows:
Proposition
Prosing to amend Albuquerque’s 2006 minimum wage ordinance to raise the minimum wage in the city from the current rate of $7.50 to $8.50 per hour staring in 2013, and to adjust the minimum wage each year after that to keep up with the rising cost of living.  The ordinance will also require that, starting in 2013, employers of tipped employees like waitresses and waiters be paid at least 45% of the minimum wage in cash wages from their employers, and that starting in 2014, tipped employees be paid at least 60% of the minimum wage in cash wages from their employers, with the rest of the minimum wage provided in either tips or cash wages.  Currently tipped employees are allowed to be paid mostly with tips.  The measure will continue the current ordinance’s provision allowing employers that provide certain health care or child care benefits to pay $1.00 less than the minimum wage.

The purpose of the election is pursuant to City Charter Article III Section 3.

Any person who is otherwise qualified to vote and who is not currently registered to vote may register at the office of the Clerk of the County of Bernalillo, 6th Floor, One Civic Plaza, Albuquerque, New Mexico, or at the office of any duly appointed deputy registration officer on or before 5:00 p.m. on the twenty-eighth day immediately preceding the election.

Conduct of the election, including form of ballots, polling places, consolidation of precincts, early voting, absentee voting and open and closing of polls on Election Day shall be as authorized by the Bernalillo County Commission for the November 6, 2012 General Election.
