®  Emission limitations; air quality monitoring; enforcement and
permitting; interstate transport; resources, conflict of interest, and
emergency backstop; stationary source emissions monitoring and
reporting; emergency powers and contingency plans; SIP
revision for revised air quality standards or new nonattainment
areas; consultation and public notification; air quality modeling
and reporting; major stationary source permitting fees; and
consultation with local entities.

V. Authority

*  New Mexico Air Quality Control Act, NMSA 1978,
Sections 74-2-4 and 74-2-5.B(1) [1967 as amended
through 2007] authorizes and requires the Air Board to
adopt, amend, or replace air quality regulations and to
adopt air quality plans (SIPs) under NMSA 1978, Section
74-2-5.B(2)
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
