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The Bottom Line...

€ Bernalillo County will continue to serve as the regional hub, however
growth is increasingly a regional issue as people cross jurisdictional
lines for work, to buy homes, and for services.

€ Given current development patterns and plans, the region is projected
to dramatically increase its developed land area.

€ The level of growth we anticipate will lead to much more congestion on
our roadways (Daily vehicle miles travelled doubles from today!).

€ Connecting land use planning and transportation investments will be a
key factor towards addressing congestion.
