Boundaries of centers as shown indicate
where non-residential use and/or zoning meet the edge
of single-family residential use and/or zoning, and where
interrelated activities exist within walking distance of one
another. While some corridors and centers may see
significant change in a period of 5-10 years, others may
experience much longer term development.
