On-site security 24/7

Residents must be

6 foot high, opaque fence

Up to 40 camping spaces 
for one tent or vehicle each

Permitted and approved 
by the City of Albuquerque 

50 people maximum 
capacity at site 

� Unsanctioned, unregulated camping � Encampments where sanitary and 
social services are unavailable 

� Areas where crime or illicit activity 
is allowed

� A permanent space for unhoused 
to reside or a replacement for 
long-term housing
