Professional background in the area of local government financial legislation
includes having worked for the City of Fort Worth, Texas as a Budget Analyst, City Council
staff, and Assistant to two Mayors; and she has been employed by the City of Albuquerque for
15 years, the first 10 of which were in the Office of City Council Services as a Legislative
/Budget Analyst, and the last five of which have been in the Air Quality Division in the Control
Strategies Section. Chief responsibility as Control Strategies Supervisor is to oversee Air Board
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operations, to coordinate work of the Regulation Development Committee and the promulgation
of air quality regulations for implementation within the County of Bernalillo.

Isreal Tavarez. Environmental Engineering Manager, Air Quality Division. M.S.
Chemical Engineering, New Mexico State University; B.S. Chemical Engineering, NMSU.
Registered Professional Engineer (New Mexico). Employed by the City of Albuquerque’s
Environmental Health Department, Air Quality Division for 13 + years; currently manages the
Permitting Section of the Division. Previously employed by the State of New Mexico, Air
Quality Bureau (1994-1996).

Christella Armijo. Management Analyst II, Air Quality Division. B. S. Nuclear
Engineering, University of New Mexico. Employed by the City of Albuquerque’s
Environmental Health Department, Air Quality Division for 3 years with primary responsibility
in her current position for providing financial analysis for all fee and grant related programs.
Ms. Armijo has more than 15 years of experience working in the environmental field for state,
local and tribal governmental agencies in New Mexico and Arizona.

John Liberatore. Environmental Health Supervisor, Small Business Program, Air
Quality Division. B. A. in Earth Science/Biology, Western Connecticut State College.
Employed by the City of Albuquerque for 26+ years, 19 of which have been in the Air Quality
Division, and 15 of which have been in the Air Quality Assistance Program for small business.

Damon R. Reyes. Environmental Health Supervisor, Enforcement Section, Air
Quality Division. B.S. Environmental Science, College of Santa Fe. Employed by the City of
Albuquerque's Environmental Health Department, Air Quality Division for 5 years. Previously

employed by the State of New Mexico, Air Quality Bureau (2001 - 2005). Chief responsibility is
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to supervise the Enforcement Section, which includes regulating both Fugitive Dust and
Stationary Sources.

3. Summary and Estimated Duration of Testimony

Ms. Nieto’s written testimony is attached as AQD Exhibit # 7. Ms.Nieto will testify that
this rule amendment and revision to the SIP should be approved.

Proposed amendments to 20.11.1 NMAC, Fees constitute increases to some fees, regular
annual adjustments consistent with the Consumer Price Index (CPI), and some language changes
for the following reasons:

* Federal and New Mexico laws require or authorize, depending on the type of permit,

collection of fees to cover specific costs. Current fees are insufficient and resulted in
a projected budget deficit in FY/10 and will result in yet another budget deficit in
FY/11 if unchanged.

» Fee fund balance has covered program cost deficits in past years, but the fund balance
is now depleted.

* The scope and objectives sections of the current fee regulation require updating and
revision to be consistent with the New Mexico Air Quality Control Act.

* Some current fees are base on theoretical maximum emissions rather than the
maximum requested by the applicant. The proposed fees will be charged only for
what industry requests on a permit application.

* Programs have increased in both volume and complexity.

* Personnel and operating costs have increased steadily since the current fee structures

were put in place between 1997 and 2004.
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e To date, fees have not been adjusted for CPI increases, although such adjustments are

authorized. CPI adjustments will be applied going forward in the proposed

regulation.

e Refund and appeal processes need clarification.

4. Text of Recommended Revisions to the New Mexico State Implementation Plan

The Division recommends adoption of the proposed amendments to 20.11.2 NMAC,

Fees, as proposed in the Public Review Draft, shown as AQD Exhibit #1b, which is attached to

the Petition to Amend, filed September 28, 2010, shown as AQD Exhibit # la. Ms. Nieto’s

testimony is anticipated to take approximately 30 minutes.

The New Mexico Chapter of NAIOP is very concerned about the proposed rate increases for the
Air Quality Division. As you know, the on-going recession has had a devastating effect on the
commercial real estate industry, and many companies have laid off 1/3 to % of their work force.
It was noted in an article in the Albuquerque Journal this morning, that, if public sector
employment figures were removed from the equation, unemployment in the state would be in
the upper double-digit range. Every business has had to address their budgets (and their
survival) by cutting costs or cutting jobs.

Therefore, NAIOP is particularly concerned about a rate increase that directly affects the cost of
continuing to do business. We would request that the budget analysis that was done to justify
this increase be made public. If one was not done, we request that an in-depth analysis be done
for the Division that considers the work load in a time of reduced building permits, and possible
budget cutting actions that would reduce expenses. The private sector should not be burdened
with additional costs until every effort has been made to work within existing budgets.

We are also concerned about tying any increases to the CPI. We understand from the supplied
summary that this action is allowed by the Federal Government. However, it does not say that
itis required, and there no presented justification for implementing this policy. Automatic fee
increases without the consent of stakeholders or elected officials is not a precedent that we
believe should be instituted without some more study on the economic development effects of

such a policy, as well as the practices of regional cities which compete with Albuquerque for
private sector jobs.

We look forward to hearing the Division’s position on these two items, and we appreciate the
opportunity to provide questions and comment.

Application of the CPI to the fees maintains consistency within the air quality fees
programs.

The fugitive dust program is instrumental in maintaining the federal particulate matter
standards in Albuquerque and Bernalillo County.

Response: The New Mexico Air Quality Control Act, Section 74-2-16 addresses
establishment of the air quality permit fund and the activities for the money in fund can
be used for “paying the reasonable cost of . Specifically, Section 74.2-1 6.B(4) states:
“preparing generally applicable regulations or guidance. Therefore, the money in the
Junds can be used for developing generally applicable regulations or guidance. New
Mexico Air Quality Control Act, Section 74-2-16 is provided below for reference:

“A. A local authority shall create within the municipal or county treasury
a fund to be known as the "

(name of municipality or county)
air quality permit fund". All fees collected by a municipality or county pursuant to

Section 74-2-7 NMSA 1978 shall be deposited in the fund created pursuant to this
section.

Is it the intention of the Division to charge the
permittee a fee for an administrative revision associated with the correction of a
typographical error in a 20.11.41 NMAC permit (20.11.2.20.A(1)) if the typographical
error was not made by the permittee? What about a typographical error in a 20.11.40
NMAC source registration?

Response: It is not the intention of the Division to charge the permittee a fee for an
“administrative revision” associated with the correction of a typographical error in a
20.11.41 NMAC permit if the typographical error was not made by the permittee. The
proposed changes in the 20.11.2 NMAC June 25, 2010 Stakeholder draft does not
address a typographical ervor in a 20.11.40 NMAC source registration. The Division’s
recommendation is to not charge a fee for a typographical error in 20.11.40 NMAC
registration since the registration format has been simplified. Language can be added to
20.11.2 NMAC, Fees to state that there is no charge for a typographical error in a
20.11.40 NMAC registration.

3.20.11.2.11.D NMAC — No provision is provided for electronic fund transfers or credit
card payments. Suggest allowing electronic transfers/credit card payments for entities
that cannot provide payment by check/money order.

Response: The Air Quality Division currently provides invoices for entities that cannot
provide payment by check/money order. The Air Quality Division is working with the
City of Albuquerque Treasury Department to evaluate allowing electronic
transfers/credit card payments.

4. 20.11.2.12.B(3) NMAC Has the department established procedures for determining
"insignificant activities"? How is the regulated community as a whole assured that each
applicant receives equitable treatment?

Response: The department has an established list of insignificant activities which applies
only to Title V sources subject to 20.11.42 NMAC, Operating Permits.

5. 20.11.2.12.E NMAC — This provision arbitrarily requires large regulated entities to
subsidize regulated small business entities. What is the legal basis for this inequitable
treatment? What supporting justification exists for reducing the fees for this segment of
the regulated community? Has the AQD established a need for this?

Response: Clean Air Act, Title V — Permits, Section 507, Small Business Stationary
Source Technical and Environmental Compliance Assistance Program (42 U.S. Code
7661f.) requires the establishment of the Small Business Assistance Program as part of
the Title V Air Permit Program. The Clean Air Act Amendments of 1990 require that all
direct and indirect cost to administer the Title V Air Permit Program be funded via
collection of annual emission fees from major air pollution sources. The Small Business
Assistance Program is a component of the Title V Air Permit Program, therefore, the
operation of the Small Business Assistance Program is funded by a portion of the Title V
annual emission fees. All businesses pay full annual emissions fees and full federal





program review fees. The Clean Air Act allows for reduced fees for small business
stationary sources and Air Quality Division has established a need for the reduced
review fees for small businesses.

6. 20.11.2.17.B NMAC - If there is an error in the invoice, as currently worded, the
applicant would have to pay the fee and then seek a refund for the error. Suggest inserting

wording that states “all incorrect fee challenges shall follow the appeal procedures set
forth in 20.11.2.16.”

Response: As required by 20.11.2.13.4 NMAC, beginning June 1 of each year, the
department shall send a letter to each owner or operator stating the annual emission fee
amount. [f the owner or operator wishes to challenge or request a correction to the
letter, then the owner or operator shall deliver a written request to the department
challenging the letter or requesting a correction to the letter. As required by
20.11.2.13.B NMAC, the formal invoice is sent out after the 30 day period during which
an owner or operator can challenge or request a correction.

7. 20.11.2.18.D(1), (2), (3) - For generators (or any other applicable sources) subject to
NSPS that are also subject to NESHAP, will permittees be required to pay two $1,000
fees?

Response: Yes, for generators (or any other applicable sources) subject to NSPS that are
also subject to NESHAP, permittees will be required to pay two 31,000 fees, one $1,000
Jfee for the NSPS (federal) review and one $1,000 fee for the NESHAP (federal) review.
The review process is different for NSPS and NESHAP, and the analysis will need to be
conducted twice.

8. 20.11.2.19.A NMAC - Please provide a definition for “minor modification”.

Response: Yes, the Air Quality Division has revised 20.11.2.19.4 NMAC to remove the
phrase “minor”. They are now all considered modifications unless the modification is a
major modification under either 20.11.60 NMAC, Permitting in Nonattainment Areas or
20.11.61 NMAC, Prevention of Significant Deterioration (PSD).

9. 20.11.2.19.B NMAC - Please provide a definition for “major modification”.

Response: The definition for “major modification” is found at 20.11.60.7.U NMAC for
Permitting in Nonattainment and at 20.11.61.7.HH NMAC for Prevention of Significant
Deterioration permitting.

The definition for major modification is: “any physical change in or change in the
method of operation of a major stationary source that would result in a significant
emissions increase of a regulated new source review pollutant, and a significant net
emissions increase of that pollutant from the major stationary source. Any significant
emissions increase from any emissions units or net emissions increase at a major





stationary source that is significant for volatile organic compounds or oxides of nitrogen
shall be considered significant for ozone.

(1) A physical change or change in the method of operation shall not
include:

(a) routine maintenance, repair, and replacement;

(b)  use of an alternative fuel or raw material by reason of an order
under Section 2(a) and (b) of the Energy Supply and Environmental Coordination Act of
1974 (or any superseding legislation) or by reason of a natural gas curtailment plan
pursuant to the Federal Power Act;

(c) use of an alternative fuel by reason of an order or rule under
Section 125 of the Act;

(d)  use of an alternative fuel at a steam generating unit to the extent
that the fuel is generated from municipal solid waste;

(e) use of an alternative fuel or raw material by a stationary source
which the source was capable of accommodating before January 6, 1975, unless such
change would be prohibited under any federally enforceable permit condition which was
established after January 6, 1975 pursuant to 40 CFR 52.21 or under regulations
approved pursuant to 40 CFR 51.165 or 40 CFR 51.166; or the source is approved to use
under any permit issued under 40 CFR 52.21 or under regulations approved pursuant to
40 CFR 51.166;

() an increase in the hours of operation or in the production rate,
unless such change would be prohibited under any federally enforceable permit which
was established after January 6, 1975, pursuant to 40 CFR 52.21 or under regulations
approved pursuant to 40 CFR 51.165 or 40 CFR 51.166;

(g) any change in ownership at a stationary source;

(h)  the installation, operation, cessation, or removal of a temporary
clean coal technology demonstration project, provided that the project complies with the
state implementation plan for the state in which the project is located; and other
requirements necessary to attain and maintain the national ambient air quality standards
during the project and after it is terminated.

(i)  the installation or operation of a permanent clean coal
technology demonstration project that constitutes repowering, provided that the project
does not result in an increase in the potential to emit of any regulated new source review
pollutant emitted by the unit. This exemption shall apply on a pollutant-by-pollutant
basis.

(j)  the reactivation of a very clean coal-fired electric utility steam
generating unit.

(2)  This definition shall not apply with respect to a particular regulated
new source review pollutant when the major stationary source is complying with the
requirements under 20.11.61.20 NMAC for a PAL for that pollutant. Instead, the
definition at Paragraph (8) of Subsection B of 20.11.61.20 NMAC shall apply.”

10. 20.11.2.20.A(2) NMAC — The fee for technical revisions to permits issued pursuant
to 20.11.41 NMAC is listed as $500.00. The definition for technical revision in
20.11.2.7.R(4)(b) NMAC includes the replacement of an emissions unit if it has the same
or lower capacity and allowable emission rates. Currently in 20.11.41 NMAC ATC





permits, Condition 5, Reporting there is a statement on substitution of equipment: “Any
substitution of equipment which has the same or lower process capacity as the piece of
equipment being substituted within fifteen (15) days of equipment substitutions.
Equipment that is substituted shall comply with the requirements in Condition 2, Unit
Emission Limits.” For existing permits containing the statement above, is it the
Division’s intent that the permittee pay the technical revision fee for an equipment
substitution as described in the existing 20.11.41 NMAC ATC permit?

Response: The current 20.11.41 NMAC, Authority to Construct, regulation does not
currently address technical revisions. However, technical revisions are included in
proposed changes to 20.11.41 NMAC. Yes, it is the Air Quality Division's intent that the
permittee pay the technical revision fee for an equipment substitution contingent upon the
Albuquerque-Bernalillo County Air Quality Control Board and Environmental Protection

Agency approval of the incorporating technical revisions in the proposed changes to
20.11.41 NMAC.

11.20.11.2.20.B NMAC - Is the portable stationary source relocation fee associated with
the relocation of one specific unit or can it apply to the entire permit if multiple units in
the same permit are moving? For example if a portable stationary source permit has two
units and both units are moving will the permittee need to pay the fee for each unit?

Response: The portable stationary source relocation fee applies to the entire air quality
permit being relocated to one site. An air quality permit can include more than one unit.
However, in order for the Air Quality Division to approve the relocation request the
permittee must demonstrate through air dispersion modeling that the ambient standards
will be met at the new site. If a portable stationary source permit has two units and both
units are being moved to the same site, then the permittee will need to pay one relocation
fee (8500 if no new air dispersion modeling required and $750 if new air dispersion
modeling is required).

12.20.11.2.20.B(2) NMAC and 20.11.2.22.A(3) NMAC - If air dispersion modeling is
required for a portable stationary source relocation, will the permittee be required to pay
the air quality impact analysis fee in 20.11.2.22.A.(3) in addition to the portable
stationary source relation fee in 20.11.2.20.B.(2)?

Response: No, if air dispersion modeling is required for a portable stationary source
relocation the permittee will not be required to pay the air quality impact analysis fee in
20.11.2.22.4(3) NMAC. The proposed fees in 20.11.2.20.B(2) NMAC and
20.11.2.22.4(3) NMAC are not related. The proposed fee listed in 20.11.2.20.B(2)
NMAC is for portable stationary sources and the proposed fee listed in 20.11.2.22.4(3) is
Jor air quality impact analysis for site development plans which are required in City of
Albuquerque Ordinance, §14-16-3-14, Air Quality Impact Regulations.

13.20.11.2.22.A(3) NMAC - There is no value for the air quality impact analysis fee, it
is listed as “xxxx.xx”.





Response: The City of Albuquerque Ordinance §14-16-3-14, Air Quality Impact
Regulations do not have an associated fee for analysis. The requirement for conducting
air quality impact analysis may no longer be required. Therefore, a fee has not yet been
established. A fee of $100 is being proposed in the draft regulation currently under
review by the Environmental Protection Agency.

14.20.11.2.22.A(4) NMAC — There is no fee listed for copying of public records.

Response: The fees for copying of public records are provided for in City of
Albuquerque Administrative Instruction No. 1-7, Subject: Inspection of Public Records
Act Regulations and Open Meeting Act and Inspection of Records Act Compliance.

To obtain a copy of any non-exempt public record, as provided by the Public Records
Act, the Division “may require advance payment of fees (for copying) before making
copies of public records,” NMSA 14-2-9.B.3. Consistent with NMSA 14-2-9.B.3 and City
of Albuquerque Administration Instruction No.1-7, revised 5/7/07, the division requires
payment of $0.10 per page for black and white copies 8.5” x 14" or less, and 30.90 per
page for color copies before copying.

15. Summary of Proposed Fee Increases — Where is the supporting data to show the
proposed fees are “reasonable” as identified in 20.11.2.6 NMAC? How have you
determined the “reasonable costs?”

Response: Program expenses are in line for the reasonable cost of operations which is
predominately personnel costs. The proposed increases are intended to pay for the
operations and includes a minimal increase in personnel.

PNM Technical Project Manager Robin Delapp’s Stakeholder Comments:

Page 2, Lines 16-18, 20.11.2.5:
What is the proposed effective date for the revised regulation? The City should allow at
least 12 months so that businesses can budget for the increased fees.

Response: The effective date for revised regulation will be 30 days after filing with the
New Mexico Records Center. The review fees will be effective upon the effective date of
the revised regulation. The revised annual fees will be accessed beginning the next city
fiscal year which starts on 7/1/201 1.

Page 2, Lines 21-25, 20.11.2.6(A):

The City is proposing substantial fee increases to cover the reasonable costs of
implementing and enforcing air regulations. Will there be any additional services
provided for the increased fees?

Response: The proposed fees increases are needed in order to pay for the current level
of service.

Page 8, Lines 43-46, 20.11.2.13(C)(3):

Fees are based on allowable emission rate. The City should consider provisions for
reducing fees when a source is shutdown for a period of time similar to the NMED Air
Quality provisions in 20.2.71.111(B)(1-2).

Response: The proposed fee increases are needed in order to pay for the current level of
service. The emission levels in an issued air quality permit enable the permittee to *tie
up” a certain amount of the air quality resources in Albuquerque/Bernalillo County.
Permittees can reduce annual emission fees by submitting a permit application to lower
the permitted emission levels.





Page 13, Lines 54-55, Page 14, Lines 1-10, 20.1 1.2.18(C)(1)-(6):
The city is proposing a 50% increase in permit application review fees. Will any
additional services will be provided to the applicant for the increased fee?

Response: The proposed fee increases pay for the current level of service. In 1997 and
2001 when reviews were established, the Air Quality Division underestimated the level of
effort needed to review requirements for activities, such as air dispersion modeling
review. The 1990 Clean Air Act Amendments also resulted in a significant increase in the
number of new and existing businesses requiring permitting actions subject to the federal
National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants and other requirements.

Page 16, Lines 4-7, 20.11.2.21(B):

A 41% increase in annual emission fees for stationary sources is not a one-time fee but a
re-occurring annual cost. The proposed increase would change the annual emissions fees
for the PNM Reeves Generating Station from $223,851 to $317,284 in addition to the
consumer price index increase. The proposed fee ($44 per ton) is approximately 82%
over the NMED Air Quality annual emission fees (20.2.71.112 Fees) which was $23.07
per ton in 2009. Has the City considered a phased-in approach to increasing the fees to
minimize the impact to businesses?

Response: The proposed fee increases are needed in order to pay for the current level of
service. Due to the current financial status of the air quality fee programs, a phased
approach is not feasible.

Page 16, Lines 11-15, 20.11.2.21(E)(1)-(2):

The annual fee increase for emergency generators and gasoline service and fleet stations
seems disproportionate. It appears the annual fee for emergency generators will increase
from $150 to $308 (over 100%) and gas stations from $250 to $308 (28% increase). If
that's correct why the ditference?

Response: The increase for emergency generators is listed as $210 but has been revised
to $185 per year as the result of a calculation correction. The federal requirements for
emergency generators, gasoline service and fleet stations have increased in both volume
and complexity, resulting in more staff time and emphasis from the Air Quality Division.

Page 16, Line 29, 20.11.2.22(A)(1)(2):

The proposed regulations will increase professional services fees by 22% and the public
records research fee by 94%. Specify the types or details of professional services this fee
would include?

Response: A type of professional service is a stationary source applicability
determination.

Thank you for the presentation regarding the proposed amendments to 20.11.2 NMAC, Fees.

Councilor Jones has a concern regarding the fee increases being proposed. Specifically the automatic
adjustment of fees by Consumer Price Index (CPI.) The Councilor's concern with the use of a annual CPI
adjustment is the potential for a CPI increase that out weighs actual cost of the Division and/or is not in line
with-actual changes in the Albuquerque market.

The Councilor does suggest that a cap of the yearly increase in fees by CPI, the standard cap used currently is
5-6%.

Environmental Health Educator Matthew Cross-Guillen’s Public Comment:

1) I'see that in Section 20.11.2.22 Miscellaneous Fees (page 16 of 20.11.2 Fees), the fee
for professional services is $92.00. What is an example of this type of service?

Response: Example: A business is considering moving to Albuquerque. They want to
know what's involved, so they contact Planning, Zoning and Env. Health. They ask Env.
Health to do an applicability determination. An applicability determination isn't a
Jormal review of an application (for which an application review fee would be paid),

but an applicability review requires research and may require modeling by Env. Health.
Pursuant to the current and proposed regulation, Env. Health may charge an hourly rate
Jor the work involved in making an applicability determination.

2) Also, in the same section, | am confused by the public records research fee of $92 per
hour. If a member of the public requests public records, what is the fee for that? A charge
for the copies themselves is implied, but is there a fee for staff time to find the
documents?

Response:  Regarding staff time expended to find documents pursuant to an Inspection of
Public Records (IPRA) request (see 20.11.2.22 A.(2) NMAC), no charge is imposed.
Both current 20.11.2.18.1(4) NMAC and proposed 20.11.2.22 A.(2) NMAC state: "The
charge for copying public records shall not include a separate charge for staff time for
locating and copying documents”. For additional clarification, proposed Part 2 adds:
"or for determining whether documents are exempt from inspection and copying.” If
the Environmental Health Department agrees to do work beyond what is required by
IPRA, the staff may impose a charge. Examples: compiling a list of information

that previously did not exist or compiling information in a format that does not exist.
However, the Environmental Health Department may decline such requests, not only
because the department is not required by IPRA to do the work, but also because the
department may not have adequate staff to take on non-essential work.





3) Finally, how is the $125 filing fee determined for requesting a hearing before the
board?

Response: The $125 filing fee is comparable to other hearing fees, but does not begin to
offset the costs to the Environmental Health Department for conducting a hearing, which
includes rental of venues and equipment, paying the hearing officer and court

reporter, paying for the transcript, extensive photocopying, etc. This §125 fee is not

a proposed amendment. The hearing fee was decreased the last time the regulation

was amended in 2006 from $1,000 to $125.

Air Quality Operating Permit Program Requirements
under the federal Clean Air Act (Title V) and federal regulations, the NM Air Quality Control
Act, COA Ordinance, and Albuquerque-Bernalillo County Air Quality Control Bd. Regulations

1. Operating permit program: adequate fees required; costs that can be included in fees.

The federal Clean Air Act (CAA) requires the local authority (the COA EHD) to demonstrate that “the
program will result in the collection, in the aggregate, from all [operating permit program] sources” an amount the
Administrator determines “adequately reflects the reasonable costs of the [operating] permit program”. 42 USC
§7661a(b)Y(3XB)().

The CAA also requires the EPA to adopt regulations that require the owner or operator of all sources
subject to the operating permit program to obtain a permit and “pay an annual fee ... sufficient to cover all
reasonable (direct and indirect) costs required to develop and administer the /operating] permit program
...including the reasonable costs of -

(i) reviewing and acting upon any application for such a permit,

(ii) ... implementing and enforcing the ... permit (not including any court costs or other
costs associated with any enforcement action),

(iil) emissions and ambient monitoring,

(iv) preparing generally applicable regulations, or guidance,

(v) modeling, analyses, and demonstrations, and

(vi ) preparing inventories and tracking emissions.” 42 USC §7661a(b)(3)(A).

See also the NM Air Quality Control Act list at NMSA 1978, Section 74-2-16(B).

2. Increase in operating permit fee each year to be based on Consumer Price Index (CPI). The CAA
requires the fee to be “increased (consistent with the need to cover the reasonable /program] costs ...) in each
[program] year beginning after 1990, by the percentage, if any, by which the CPI for the most recent calendar year
ending before the beginning of such year exceeds the CPI for the calendar year 1989. ... ”, and also provides
additional requirements regarding the increase: “(T)he revision of the CPI which is most consistent with the CPI for
calendar year 1989 shall be used”. 42 USC 7661a(b)(3)(v). Federal regulations repeat the CPI requirement at 40
CFR § 70.9(b)(2)(iv).

3. Operating fees must be used solely for operating permit program.

The CAA specifies: “Any operating permit program] fee required to be collected by a ... local ... agency ... shall
be utilized solely to cover all reasonable (direct and indirect) costs required to support the permit program”
established by the CAA. 42 USC §7661a (b)(2)(C)(iii). Federal regulation repeat the requirement that the EHD
operating permit fee program “shall ensure that any [operating permit | fee ... will be used solely for [operating/
permit program costs”. 40 CFR § 70.9(a).

4. All permit fees must be deposited in a separate fund.

The New Mexico Air Quality Control Act, which requires the local Air Board to adopt “provisions consistent with
... the Federal [Clean Air] Act (NMSA 74-2-7(B)) also states: “A local authority shall create within the municipal
... treasury a fund to be known as the (name of municipality ...) air quality permit fund’. All [permit] fees
collected by a municipality ... pursuant to Section 74-2-7 NMSA 1978 [entitled ‘Permits ... permit fees’] shall be
deposited in the /[permit] fund created pursuant to...” NMSA 74-2-16. NMSA 74-2-16(A).

Hi David and Lou,

The Albuquerque/Bernalillo County Air Quality Control Board (Air Board) will be considering
proposed fee increases in December that are intended to cover program the cost. Federal and
NM law require or authorize, depending on permit type, collection of fees to cover costs.
Current fees are insufficient and resulted in a $290,000 deficit in FY10. Current fees only cover
88% of Title V (large facility) program costs and 82% of other program costs. Current fee
structures were put in place in 1997 and 2004.

At its October meeting, one of the Air Board members asked what the ramifications of not
passing the proposed fee increase would be to the Air Quality Division and its operating permit
programs. He specifically asked if the General Fund would cover deficits if the fee increase
were not approved. My sense is that the question was asked as a matter of due diligence and
not that the overall sentiment of the Board is to reject the proposed fee increases.

[ am running this by both of you, because | want to make sure my response is consistent with
that of the Administration. Am | correct in responding that the City's General Fund would not be
able to cover a continued Air Quality operating permit fund deficit, should the proposed fee
increases not be approved by the Board?

Matter (CPM) - For the final rule, we split the NSR piece from the Revised Test
Methods Rulemaking and intend to coordinate publication of both rules in the same
Federal Register. May not take final action on this rule.

Inter-pollutant Trading ratios — Need to brief our AA and schedule TBD

Implementing the 8-hour Ozone NAAQS: NSR Antibacksliding rule. This rule will
propose to provide the NSR anti-backsliding component responding to the South Coast
decision and will complement the proposed rule (1/16/09, 74 FR 2936) for
implementation of the 8-hour NAAQS. Proposal anticipated August 2010.

Fugitive Emissions Reconsideration rule. We announced the stay of the final rule in a
notice published 9/30/09 (74 FR 50115). The stay is extended to March 2010. A
proposal package to implement another stay of up to 18 months is under OMB review.

NSR Reasonable Possibility rule. By 4/24/09 letter from the Administrator, we granted
reconsideration on the petition of 2/15/08 submitted on behalf of the State of New Jersey
(and reiterated in petitioner's letter of 3/11/09). Projected reconsideration proposal by
November/10.

Reasons for Proposed Amendments to 20.11.2 NMAC, Fees

The amendments before you are proposed for the following reasons:

1. Federal and New Mexico laws require or authorize (depending on type of permit)
the collection of fees to cover specific costs. These amendments will provide
funding to cover the cost of operating the Albuquerque-Bernalillo County Air
Quality Program.

2. Current fees are insufficient and resulted in a projected budget deficit in FY/10 of
$290,780. FY/11 current fees cover 68% of Title V program costs and 82% of
other permitting program costs.

3. In past years, the Fees fund balance has covered program cost deficits. The fund

balance is now depleted. If you will refer to AQD Exhibit 6b, you will see a bar





graph that shows Fund 242 revenues vs. operational costs since FY/06, and how
expenses have been greater than generated revenue for at least that long.
4. Personnel and operating costs have increased steadily since the current fee
structures were put in place between 1997 and 2004.
o Current annual fee/ton rates for stationary sources have not changed since
1997.
o Application review fees for stationary sources have not changed since 2001.
e Fugitive Dust fee $/acre rate has not changed since 2001; Programmatic
Fugitive Dust annual fees have not changed since 2004.
e To date, fees have not been adjusted for CPI, although CPI adjustments are
authorized in the Clean Air Act.
5. Programs have increased in both volume and complexity.
e Federal requirements have increased in stringency, complexity and volume.
See AQD Exhibits 61, 6] and 6k for examples.
e Local programs, such as 311 calls and community involvement have increased
public access which results in higher demands on staff.
e Increased technical complexity of permitting process requires more staff than
is currently supported by application review fees.
6. Current Scope and Objectives sections are not in conformity with language in the
New Mexico Air Quality Control Act, as required.
7. Some language and procedures are in need of clarification.

What are the proposed changes and how were they derived?






Proposed fee increases apply to:

e Stationary Sources—application review fees, annual emissions fees

e Fugitive Dust—construction permit inspection fees; and programmatic permits for

low, moderate and high impact sources

o Asbestos removal

e Miscellaneous fees
For stationary sources:
1. Proposed amendments change the basis for the application review fee calculation from
“potential to emit” to “proposed allowable emission rate”. The effect of this change is
that it provides a more representative basis for determining base air quality review fees.
It is not expected to reduce revenues since an increase is proposed to each of the base
categories of permit review fees. Application review fees generate approximately 1/10 of
the revenue generated by the annual fees (see AQD Exhibit 6h).
The current basis for determining air quality permit review fees is the “potential to emit”
emissions which are the “theoretical” emissions. That typically assumes a business is
operating 24 hours/day, 7 days/week, 365 days/year, which is most often not how many
businesses operate in Albuquerque and Bernalillo County. The Air Quality Division
workgroup proposes to use the “proposed allowable emission rate” for determining the
base review fees for a permit application review because it is more representative of how
businesses actually operate and provides a more realistic basis for determining review
fees for air quality permits. An increase is being proposed for each of the base categories

of permit review fees and a decrease in overall revenue is not expected. There could be a





savings to the permit applicant in that they would be paying for a review of their actual
emissions as opposed to theoretical emissions. Please refer to AQD Exhibits # 6a and 6h.
The shift from “potential to emit” to “proposed allowable emission rate” would not
encourage underestimation of emissions on an application because that would be caught
during the technical review of the permit application and would result in a higher base
review fee, for which the permit applicant will be billed, and which payment of would be
required prior to issuance of the permit. Additionally, the allowable emissions then
become the established permit limits. Established permit limits are determined after a
thorough technical review of the application which includes verifying the assumptions,
information and calculations used to develop the permit emission limits. The established
permit emission limits are enforceable and compliance is again verified during
inspections. If an inspection finds non-compliance, then the appropriate enforcement
action is taken by the Division. Intentional violations result in higher penalties than do
other kinds of non-compliance issues.

2. Application review fees are increased based on a higher level of effort required to
review applications and issue permits. See AQD Exhibits #6i, 6j, and 6k for examples.
3. Annual fees for most stationary source permits are increased from $31/ton to $44/ton,
using EPA’s presumptive minimum as the basis. It is recommended by EPA, and is
based on CPI.

4. Annual fees for sources not subject to a $/ton fee are increased from $150 to $185 flat
rate per year to address the increased effort required.

5. Annual fees for gasoline dispensing facilities and emergency generators are increased

from $150 and $250 to $308 flat rate or from $31/ton to $44/ton, whichever is greater.





Fugitive dust program adjustments are based on the application of the CPI from 2004 to
2010. This fee was last updated in 2004.

Fugitive Dust construction permit per acre inspection fee will increase from $100/acre to
$115/acre based on application of CPI from 2004 to 2010.

Fugitive Dust programmatic permit annual fees will increase based on application of CPI
from 2004 to 2010.

There are no immediate changes proposed for fugitive dust filing and review fees, but
CPI adjustments will be applied, effective January 2011.

Asbestos Program fees remain at the current level, but CPI adjustments will be made
annually, effective January 2011. )

Administrative fees are proposed to increase from $75/hour to $92/hour for Professional
Services and Public Records Research fees will increase from $50/hour to $92/hour. The
new rates were derived through a combination of application of CPI and a committee
decision to make both categories the same. These fee categories are rarely, if ever used,
but are included in the regulation in case an appropriate occasion might arise.

Other changes involve the expansion of the scope of the regulation to be consistent with
Federal and State law, clarification of the refund and appeal processes, and applies CPI to
all annual fees going forward.

How do proposed fees compare with those in other jurisdictions?

It is difficult to make a completely fair comparison of fees, as jurisdictions vary greatly in
their physical characteristics, organizational structures, types and numbers of pollution

sources, fee structures, etc. However if you will refer to AQD Exhibit # 6¢, you will see





that Albuquerque-Bernalillo County is compared with Clark County, Nevada, the State of
Arizona, Maricopa County, Arizona, the State of New Mexico (outside of Bernalillo
County) and Pima County, Arizona.

How long has it been since these fees were updated?

Current annual fee/ton rates for stationary sources have not changed since 1997.
Application review fees for stationary sources have not changed since 2001.

Fugitive dust fee $/acre rate has not changed since 2001; programmatic fugitive dust
annual fees have not changed since 2004.

To date, fees have not been adjusted for CPI, although CPI adjustments are authorized in
the Clean Air Act.

What kind of outreach was done in developing the proposal?

After the internal subcommittee worked on the first draft of the proposed regulation, a
stakeholder meeting was conducted on July 20, 2010 after dissemination of the
stakeholder review draft ; presentations were made to members of the City Council, City
Council staff, and were offered to the Bernalillo County Commission. In addition, and at
the suggestion of City Council members, an article was published in the City of
Albuquerque Neighborhood News newsletter. Comments were received and responded
to, some resulting in changes to the draft regulation.

In summary, the proposed increase in fees does not expand the program. It allows the

Division to collect adequate funds to maintain the program at current levels without a





budget deficit, to meet its obligations under the Federal Clean Air Act, and to continue to
provide activities that protect the public health and the environment.
