A Brief History of the Candelaria Nature Preserve

In 1977 the City of Albuquerque purchased approximately 167 acres in the north valley to create a nature preserve
with an outdoor recreation component. The property was purchased with money from the Land and Water
Conservation Fund. Since the property’s purchase, Candelaria Nature Preserve has been operated and maintained
by the City of Albuquerque Open Space Division and the Rio Grande Nature Center State Park as a part of a
network of open spaces that:

e  Preserves and protects natural features and cultural resources,
Creates a sense of place for residents and visitors,
Provides educational and recreational opportunities, and;
e Contributes to a network of Rio Grande migratory bird refuges along the Rio Grande.
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
