LESSONS LEARNED FROM 2022

Population of the Foothills Area Command is about 120,000 people, and covers
23.8 square miles. The Foothills CPC has had trouble recruiting from the more
norther area of our community. This is because the issues of public safety and
crime are more prevalent south of Lomas Blvd. especially in the Hotel Circle
vicinity and east end of Central in the Tramway and Four Hills Shopping area.

Attending the Citizens Police Academy, helped with recruitment from a wider

area within the area command. We now have council representation from the
southern city line to the northern city line and to our boundary of Eubank. We
instituted standardized interview procedures, which include a quick 15-minute
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virtual interview after receiving the application, also resulted in more effective
process to fill our council.
