Their quick response time while navigating the rocky terrain of the snowy Sandia Mountains
and overwhelming professionalism while locating us made it quickly identifiable that we were in great
hands. After they supplied us with food, water, and dry clothes, we made the six hour descent through
the rugged terrain to the trailhead where medical crews were awaiting.
The true dedication shown here by Officer Chad Melvin, Officer Anthony Martinez and all other parties
involved shows just how hard these men and women work day in and day out. These officers went
above and beyond to risk their lives while saving ours and is a true example of commitment and
teamwork that keeps Albuquerque safe. _"I"l}gy are great heroes and Albuquerque is grateful to have them.
