Vehicles should be driven into the show area
via Old Town Rd. If you have an oversized vehicle or one that needs pushing, please contact Joyce at the above
e-mail or phone for special instructions. If you are unsure, please call. Volunteers will be on 19 Street and in the
parking lot to guide you to a parking space. Please follow their directions.

Between 8:30am and 10:00am, bring your registration paper and your window card to the Registration Table
at the north end of the parking lot to receive your goody bag, which will contain your ballot, dash plaque, and
Museum admission tickets. You must register your vehicle.

No Tents or Canopies are allowed on the show field or 19t Street by order of the Fire Marshal. No stakes are
to be pounded into the lawn or parking areas.
