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 ALBUQUERQUE F IRE  RESCUE  S IGNIF ICANT ALERT  EVENTS OCTOBER  2021
These events are activated by the AFR Dispatch Center as a “Significant Event” based on specific criteria and emailed to media and specific AFR members 
but does not include all responses by AFR to emergency calls. 

10/2 - Commercial Fire: At approximately 9:40 a.m., AFR was dispatched to a single story commercial structure fire at 6416 Central Ave SE in fire district 5. 
Rescue 11 and Engine 11 arrived first to find smoke coming out of the ceiling vents of the structure. Crews used an offensive strategy with a quick attack 
through the charlie side of the building for extinguishment and overhaul. The structure was abandoned at the time. 

10/7 - Commercial Fire: AFR crews responded to 10022 Coors Blvd NW in fire district 21 at the Pelicans restaurant for reports of a fire. E21 arrived on scene 
to find smoke showing. AFR crews made an aggressive interior attack and extinguished the fire before it spread to the rest of the restaurant and the Outback 
Steakhouse which is a connected business.  

10/9 - Commercial Fire: At approximately 2:30 pm, 13 AFR units responded to 6418 central Ave NE in fire district 5 for reports of a fire. Units arrived on scene 
to a boarded up structure that had been illegally accessed. The structure was substandard and AFR units aggressively stopped fire from spreading without 
incident. 

10/10 - Residential Fire: AFR responded to the address of 6604 Baker Ave NE in fire district 15 for reports of smoke. AFR units arrived on scene to a working fire 
with heavy smoke showing from the back side of the structure. AFR command made a strategic decision and went defensive from the outside of the structure. 
No civilians were injured, however there was a minor injury to a firefighter. 
 
10/13 - Residential Fire: AFR units responded to a fully involved shed fire on 7903 Prospect NE in fire district 9. Upon arrival Engine 13 found a detached garage 
on fire and began a quick attack. Additional units assisted to complete suppression. A total of 6 apparatus responded and no injuries were reported.

10/17 - Apartment Fire: AFR crews responded to a structure fire at 1024 Alvarado SE in fire district 11.  AFR crews quickly jumped into action and extinguished 
a fully involved apartment. AFR crews rescued 1 civilian and 2 dogs. The civilian was transported to the local hospital. 

10/23 - Apartment Fire: AFR crews were dispatched to a fire located at 508 Texas St. NE in fire district 5. First arriving units were Rescue 12 and Engine 13. 
Upon arrival they found smoke and flames coming from the front of the triplex. All occupants had already self evacuated. Crews had the fire under control and 
extinguished not long after arrival. The Red Cross offered their services however the two families that were displaced found their own temporary housing. 

10/25 - Apartment Fire: AFR crews were dispatched to 3200 Wyoming Blvd NE in fire district 9 with reports of an apartment fire. Rescue 9 and Engine 13 arrived 
to find smoke and flames coming from an apartment. The fire was confined to one apartment and was quickly extinguished. Up to six families are going to be 
displaced however and the management company provided other apartments for the families. Unfortunately two canines were found deceased. 

10/27 - Residential Fire: At approximately 4 pm, Engine 5 was returning to the fire station when the crew was flagged down by a member of the public who 
directed them to a burning abandon structure located at 141 Wyoming NE in fire district 5. Engine 5 arrived on scene to find smoke and flames coming from 
the commercial structure. Firefighters quickly went into action and called for a full dispatch of additional resources. Swift efforts of the firefighters had the 
flames under control within minutes. A search was conducted and there were no occupants in the abandon structure at the time of the fire. The building was 
built with block construction so it is unknown if it was a total loss, however it did spread through the majority of the structure. There were no injuries reported.

10/31 - Residential Fire: Shortly before 9 pm AFR crews responded to a single story residential home located at 6337 Harper Dr. NE in fire district 15. Engine 
15 was first on scene to find smoke coming from the attic area of the home. The occupants had evacuated when the crews got on scene. The occupants also 
had a dog which they were able to get out of the home safely. Swift efforts of firefighters quickly gained access to the home and realized the homeowners 
had a fire in the fireplace and it traveled into the attic space where it caught it on fire.  Firefighters had the fire under control and extinguished within about 10 
minutes after entering the home. There were no injuries to firefighters or civilians.

The team would 
like to thank all the supporters and sponsors, particularly Interim Fire Chief Gene Gallegos and Retired Fire Chief Paul Dow who were instrumental in 
forming the team, as well as IAFF Local 244,  for their generosity.

3.	 All of Station 20 personnel joined APD and BCFD to help cheer on children from Dennis Chavez Elementary for their annual Jog-A-Thon that helps raise 
money for the school.

4.	 PAO Captain Martin Salazar participated in an event to help kick off the 2021 United Way campaign along with other City of Albuquerque departments at 
City Hall and set up a table with prizes and information about AFR.

5.	 AFR took delivery of Rescue 15, Rescue 20 and Ladder 9 (2021 Pierce Velocity 105 HD) this month and conducted traditional push-in ceremonies at 
each of the stations.

FIRE INSPECTIONS  
•	 The many months, weeks, and days of preparation leading up to the 49th 

Albuquerque International Balloon Fiesta ended with a super successful event.  
The Fire Marshal’s Office had personnel assigned to every session to help 
ensure a safe event. This year’s addition of 9 gas mines, steel tubes filled with 
gasoline which were ignited at each fireworks display, were a huge success. 
There have been multiple meetings following the event to brainstorm and make 
sure next years 50th is even better.

•	 With the ever-growing movie industry and the need to have Fire Safety Officers 
(FSO) on set during all special effects and pyrotechnics, FMO has been busy.  
We recently assigned 12 personnel in two shifts to cover a 25+ hour stand-by 
for a bar scene that had multiple Molotov cocktails igniting walls in different 
areas throughout the set.  Another special effect requiring FSO’s was in North 
Albuquerque Acres where a vehicle was blown up during a movie shoot. In 
addition to all the special effects within the city, our office is also being utilized to 
cover most of the movie shoots throughout the county to assist BCFD.  

•	 FMO conducted a few full-scale evacuations including Bernalillo County’s new 
building and City Hall. These evacuations were the culmination of Fire Warden 
training which include wardens for each floor, division, and the entire building.

ADAPT
•	 ADAPT has 76 properties that have been formally brought into the program, 41 

have been cleared from the program and 35 are still in the program at different 
stages. ADAPT continuously monitors the properties that are in the program to 
track their compliance with the Nuisance Abatement Agreement. 

•	 There are 162 properties on the Unsafe Buildings list, 9 new properties were 
added to the list. The properties are labeled on the First Due application with a 
white “X” on a red background.

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HAZMAT
•	 Sent Memo out to AFR personnel for a challenge of the hazmat A&O test to 

receive an IFSAC certificate. 8 AFR personnel requested this challenge test. 
Hazmat coordinator traveled and assisted the 8 personnel in training for the 
challenge test .

AFR responded to two hazmat emergencies in the month of October:
•	 In the first emergency AFR was requested by Valencia Fire Department and 

State police to respond for an acid spill on Highway 6. AFR Hazmat Station 17, 
Batt 4, and the Hazmat Coordinator responded to the incident. Upon arrival, 
State police stated the driver was hauling an intermodal 101 full of sulfuric acid. 
The driver ended up on an unimproved road and attempted to back up on an 
uneven surface. While working to back up, the truck flipped over onto its side. A 
tow truck was called out and when they turned the truck upright, the intermodal 
was leaking at one location. State police and Valencia Fire were called for the 
leak but had no instrumentation to check whether the leak was sulfuric acid or 
water. AFR checked the spill with PH papers revealing that it was water. Upon 
examination of the remainder of the intermodal truck, no other damage was 
reported.  

•	 The second emergency involved a response from Engine 15, Rescue 19, and 
Hazmat Station 13 to an anhydrous ammonia leak located at Reddy Ice on 
the I-25 frontage road. Site location personnel stated that the alarms in the 
warehouse alerted for a possible anhydrous ammonia leak. When the personnel 
investigated the area, 80 ppm showed on their monitors while not in close 
proximity to the spill. Per OSHA, the permissible exposure level (Level A worker 
can be exposed to in an 8 hour work day) for this product is 50 parts per million. 
This prompted a call to 911. AFR units set up a decontamination station, had two 
entry personnel and a back-up team read to go in fully-enclosed level A Hazmat 
suits. The two personnel entered the building, shut off valves and took readings 
which reached 400 ppm of anhydrous ammonia. AFR Hazardous Materials 
teams then ventilated the area and brought the readings down to 25ppm, making 
it safe for the occupants to return to their building and close it down until their 
company mitigators could arrive and repair the equipment that malfunctioned. 

HEAVY TECHNICAL RESCUE
•	 The AFR cadet class completed their vehicle extrication training this month 

with all cadets completing the course. Our upcoming firefighters applied their 
training, skills, and problem-solving ability to untangle multiple vehicles to gain 
rapid patient access and extraction from the vehicle for immediate transport to 
hospitals when needed. Modern vehicle construction is increasing the difficulty 
of access into the passenger compartment after an accident. Cadets were able 
to learn the limitations of our old tools, and appreciate the few modern vehicle 
extrication tools we own to overcome these access hurdles. Some on-duty fire 
companies were able to join the training opportunity and refresh their skill sets 
and give their feedback on possible newer extrication tools for their units. Thank 
you to U-Pull and Pay for providing 42 vehicles for this training. 

•	 After completing their vehicle extrication training, the Cadet class learned 
their next rescue skills in the flood channel system of Albuquerque. These low 
occurrence-high risk rapid rescue trainings are key to ensure our citizens have 
the opportunity to be rescued if ever swept away. Cadets were trained in unique 
flood channel practices of belaying their team to the dangerous water’s edge to 
reach and throw rescue bags to victims in the water. These rescues are practiced 
every year, however due to the danger they present, prevention is key in keeping 
yourselves safe from the overwhelming power of the flood channel system. 

•	 Albuquerque Fire Rescue Heavy Technical Rescue would like to congratulate 
two of our members for obtaining their Technical Rescue Operations level 
qualifications. FF Holly Huffines and FF Brandon Keryte have pursued and 
demonstrated proficiency in rope rescue and confined space rescue techniques 
to earn this qualification. Thank you for always learning and advancing your skills 
and knowledge within our department.
