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Which number you dial is important. 911 is for
situations with immediate risk, such as a shooting.
242-COPS is for situations with no immediate risk,
but where law enforcement is needed, including
minor traffic crashes. 311 to report non-emergencies,
like graffiti, or to ask general questions.
