Plans shall be drawn to scale upon substantial paper and shall be of sufficient
clarity to indicate the nature and extent of the work proposed and show in detail that it will conform to the
provisions of the technical Codes and all relevant laws, ordinances, rules and regulations.

The building permit will be issued when approved by each division. The permit will only be issued to a
homeowner or general contractor (GB-2) licensed in the State of New Mexico. If the permit is not issued
within six (6) months from the date of submittal, the application will expire.
