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Greetings Northwest, Spring is here and the weather is finally
warming up. With the season change, we al-
ways anticipate an increase in calls for ser-
vice, but we also plan more community
events. Our Coffee with a Cop this month
was a huge success, due in large part, to your
participation. City Councilor Louie Sanchez
and State Senator Harold Pope also attended
and mingled with the public. With the sup-
port of our representatives, coupled with the
support of the community, we are headed in
the right direction.

The most common issue brought to my attention is speeding
within the Northwest. All three of our speed trailers are function-
al and I welcome your suggestions for locations. Field Services
has collaborated with the Motors Unit to conduct traffic enforce-
ment throughout the City. If you have not already, you should
see a huge presence and many traffic stops. I encourage you to
reach out to Pete Gelabert or me with any areas you would like to
see increased enforcement.

Last month I mentioned a citywide increase in armed robberies
and auto thefts. I am happy to report both crime categories are
rapidly decreasing. This result can be attributed to public aware-
ness, the efforts of the Auto Theft and Armed Robbery Units and
our federal partners.

As always, | encourage everyone to participate in the Northwest
Community Policing Council, Cop on a Corner and Coffee with a
Cop. Open dialogue and communication are key to our success.
Please keep an eye on the Northwest Area Command website for
upcoming events.
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Thank you to the public for your support and a quick message to Officers:

Spring is coming and soon enough - summer. With that also comes an increase in citizen issues of con-
cern, and we will address them. Many of you already are aware of this and not surprised. However, be-
cause warm weather changes what kind activities happen, I encourage each of you to stay vigilante as we
get busier and take extra time to watch out for each other, especially in lieu of recent events where on duty
o Officers have been targeted directly by violent crime. I hope this trend does not continue, but once these
POLICE types of crimes are committed and no one is apprehended, it can certainly give criminals an emboldened
sense of non-consequence for their actions. As mentioned last month, we are starting to increase our re-
quirement for more directed activity in areas demonstrating a need for additional police services. Finally,
I thank each of you for your hard work and dedication you give every day to the Department and
to the citizens of the NW Area Command.

Happy Spring, as the warm weather approaches we find ourselves enjoying family, friends and
more outdoor activities. Over the past month our northwest officers enjoyed many community
events to include Coffee with a Cop on March 22™ which took place at Donut Mart located at
the intersection of Coors and Sequoia NW. It’s important to remember as the weather gets
warmer we typically see an increase in calls for service that are generated in the northwest area
command. Officers will work diligently to respond to these calls as quickly and safely as possi-
ble. Please remember to have all necessary information pertaining to your call available once
officers arrive. This will aid in completing a thorough investigation and police report. If you
need to report a crime without offender information, keep in mind you can use the telephone
reporting unit to file this report. The staff of TRU will be happy to assist you. You can also file
these reports on line. Please be safe and we look forward to serving you.

Moving into the late spring and early summer swing shift will be focusing on handling calls for
service and traffic enforcement. We continue to see a trend of speeding and aggressive driving
throughout the area command. If you have an area that needs addressing please reach out to me
or my fellow supervisors so that we can allocate our officers. Northwest PRT continues to arrest
violent habitual offenders committing shopliftings and other crimes throughout the area com-
mand. Their most recent arrest was a female offender who committed a shoplifting while armed
with a firearm at the Cottonwood mall. She was taken into custody and was found to be a felon
in possession of a stolen firearm. Our partnerships with the ATF allowed them to adopt the case
thus keeping her locked up. PRT and Impact will be working together in order to address crime
in the area command making it a safer place to live and shop.
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In the month of March, NW PRT arrested 11 Felony Offenders on new charges,
Cleared 12 Felony Warrants, 5 Misdemeanor Warrants, seized 2 Firearms used in
criminal activity, recovered 3 stolen vehicles, and returned $6000.00 in stolen
property back to rightful owners.

NW PRT has also conducted weekly bicycle patrols since April 1%, in known hot
spots of criminal activity, conducted outreach with our unsheltered population,
and conducted 4 joint operations with internal and external enablers in an effort to
keep our community free from crime.

NW PRT continues to achieve the goal of proactively addressing crime, as well as
the fear of crime in our area command using adoptive and affirmed community
policing strategies of Problem Solving, Community Partnerships, and Organiza-
tional Transformation as the critical components in effectively and constitutional-
ly addressing the community's concerns.

We strive to achieve our objectives through communication, enabling community
partners, outreach, and proactive enforcement of ALL Felony crimes.

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Community Partnership and Qutreach:

APD’S COAST Outreach (Crisis Outreach and Support Team):

The COAST team continues to work with the West Side Homeless shelter , service pro-
viders and Field Officers to ensure that the homeless and most vulnerable are being of-
fered shelter and resources. Service providers are continuing to do homeless outreach
throughout the City.

Coffee with a Cop: at various restaurant locations:

Coffee with a Cop is an opportunity to interact with the officers assigned to their neigh-
borhoods and ask questions, voice concerns, and get to know the police officers in your
community.

Cop on the Corner: at various neighborhood locations.

The Albuquerque Police Department launched a new program called “Cop on the Corner”
to help build relationships with the communities where officers patrol. The program will
give people the opportunity to attend police field briefings where they can interact with
the officers assigned to their neighborhoods. The day shift officers and swing shift offic-
ers hold briefings at various neighborhoods.

Business Coalition meetings:

We have three community business locations. The Westside area businesses, Riverside
area businesses and the Cottonwood area businesses. We are working with the businesses
to identify and reduce criminal activity. In the meetings we will identify the business stake
holders that will be involved, concerns on any type of criminal activity. We will talk about
resources that can be used to deter and reduce criminal activity and provide crime preven-
tion training, business security assessments and educate the businesses concerning proper-
ty crimes.

Crime Prevention, Neighborhood Watch Program:

The NW Area Command has over 100 neighborhood watch programs and block captains.
We have established an excellent rapport and understanding of the needs and concerns of
the neighborhoods and block captains within their respected neighborhoods. The block
captain/officer initiative program strengthens the ties between the officers, and the com-
munity.

ADAPT Program (Abandoned & Dilapidated Abatement Property Team):

The program identifies and addresses abandoned and /or dilapidated properties that be-
come public nuisance because they have a pattern of calls for service, serious criminal
activity or because they pose a public safety threat. The goal is to work with property
owners to increase the health, safety, and welfare of the buildings and the community.
Through community policing we will reduce crime and increase quality of life
in the area.
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COMMUNITY OUTREACH

APD’S COAST (Crisis Outreach and Support Team) is continu-
ing to work with the West Side Homeless shelter , service pro-
viders and Field Officers to ensure that the homeless and most
vulnerable are being offered shelter and resources. Along with
this collaboration , we are stressing the importance of education
for this population due to limited access or knowledge to some
of the safety measures. Masks , hygiene, water and food are be-
ing provided on a daily basis to those that are not wanting to go
to the shelters. Service providers are continuing to do homeless
outreach throughout the City. The Westside Emergency Hous-
ing Center is continuing to remain open 24 hours, 7 days a week
and will accommodate as many people as possible. The City
opened up hotels to assist with shelter numbers, this is helping
keep the most vulnerable and families safe and provide social
distance. The staff at the shelter has been working hard to keep
everyone safe.
