I'd like to start off by sending a big thank you to all of our officers who have
stepped up to the plate the last few months assisting with many events like the
State Fair, Balloon Fiesta, protests and political rallies. There has been a lot going
on in our community and it's the support from our officers that allow these
events to run smoothly, and | truly appreciate each and every one of you.

I'd like to make the community aware of operations our department has conduc-

ted along the Central corridor in regards to open-air drug use and the trafficking of Fentanyl in the
area. Over a two-day period, officers arrested 109 people who were using or selling Fentanyl

In total, the operation resulted in the following:

+ 147 on site generated calls

+» 109 total arrests and warrants cleared
» 1 firearm recovered

» 10 traffic citations
